|2. Types of projects supported (priority given to new projects) |

Support Projects must begin within 1 year of the date of receiving the funding decision (scheduled for early

September of 2026). The maximum amount available per project is 500,000 yen.

(1) Support for student activities Projects that support distinctive student activities
(2) Job hunting support projects  Projects that support students’ job hunting activities
(3) Support for University section/office events
Events such as public talks and charity lectures held by and at the
responsibility of Nagoya University sections and offices
(4) Other Projects other than the above that meet NUAL?’s principles of activity

NB: In order to ensure a wide range of activities are supported, new projects are given higher priority that

applications that cover regular running expenses.

3. Applicant eligibility | Applicants must be faculty or students of Nagoya University

NBI1: Student applicants are required to submit a reference from a Nagoya University
faculty member (there are no stipulations about the form of the reference letter).

NB2: NUAL Support funding will be treated by the University as a donation.

If the successful applicant is a student, this donation is to be received by their referee.
NB3: We will not accept applications from branches or organizations that have previously
been successful if they have not submitted the required report after their project period or

event has ended.
